Foreword

The Museum of Cham Sculpture at Da Ndng
(MCS) treasures a big collection of Cham
artefacts including masterpieces illustrating
the phases of evolution of Champa art from
the 7% to the 15" century.

Among these Cham artefacts, the
collection of inscriptions deserves special
attention. They include early dated examples,
such as the 7 century stela inscription from
My Son part of the permanent exhibition, as
well as some examples from the latest period
of intensive production of inscriptions in
Champa, such as the stela from Drang Lai,
dating from the 15" century. They range from
extensive eulogies of the gods and kings
to single characters used as signs for the
composition of the elaborate pedestals of My
Son E1 and Pong Duong, which have central
positions in the permanent exhibition. Some
of them had been deciphered and translated
for research purposes, but the collection
of inscriptions has never been studied and
made accessible for the public as a whole.

With the support of the DPa Néng
City authorities and the engagement of a
team from the Ecole francaise d’Extréme-
Orient (EFEO), it has been possible for us
to investigate all the inscriptions in the
MCS in a comprehensive way. This book,
containing the first ever complete study of
the inscriptions of Champa preserved at ba
Néng, is a fruit of three years of collaboration
of the experts from EFEO and from the Center
for Vietnamese and Southeast Asian Studies
(Vietnam National University in H6 Chi Minh
City) with the MCS.

I am happy that this book is now in the
hands of readers and strongly believe that
it will open a door to better understanding
the Champa civilization, which still holds so
many mysteries.
