MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/30 S1660=1738AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 23. Records that the Anjujati-Panchalattar + the 74 Aganattar met at the te of Pasupati-Isvara in Karur + arranged for worship + off’s to the deity Ajnagirisvara in the te on the hill at Tmanikkam in Kunnakkulattur-nadu.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/32 Vijay Harihara II S1321=1399AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 25. Skt/Nagari. Records the royal gift of the village Nalluri or Srinallur also called Savanarajiyapuram situated in Meguna-valanadu in Paiuri-kotta, a district of the Chandragiri-maharajya, as sarvamanya to two Br brothers who belonged to the Bharadvaja-go. Published in Ep. Ind., Vol. III, pp. 113-26.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/33 Vijay Sadasiva S1478=1556AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 26. Skt/Nagari. Records the royal grant of thirty-one villages all in the Chandragiri-rajya of the Jayangondachola-mandalam as sarvamanya for the worship, off’s + fest’s of god Adikesava of Pirumpunduru (i.e. Sri-perumbudur). The gift is stated to have been entrusted to Ramanuja-munindra, the great Visishtadvaita-acharya who is in the form of an image (archcharupa) in the same te. Published in Ep. Ind., Vol. IV, pp. 1-22.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/34 Vijay Sriranga I S1497=1575AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 27. Skt/Nagari. Records the grant by the prince of the village Maredapalli in Rayadurga-rajya, after naming it as Srikrishnapuram, to Aubala-bhatta, sn/o Varara(llabha)-bhatta + grandsn/o Balembu-bhatta of Kasyapa-go, Katyayana-sutra + Sukla-Yajus-sakha. Svayambhu composed + Ganapayacharya engraved the record.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/35 Vijay Venkatapati I S1508=1586AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 28. Skt/Nagari. Records the royal grant of two villages in Chandragiri-rajya as sarvamanya to Kalimili Krishnam-bhatta of Kasyapa-go, Katyayana-sutra + Sukla-Yajus-sakha. Published in Ep. Ind., Vol. XIII, pp. 225 ff.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/36 Vijay Venkatapati I S1526=1604AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 29. Skt/Nagari. Records the royal grant of the village Kuruvayala-Karepaka, after renaming it as Nrsimha[m]bapura, in Chandragiri-rajya as sarvamanya to Asur Emberumanarya of Harita-go, Apastamba-sutra + Sukla-Yajus-sakha.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/37 Vijay Venkatapati I S1535=1613AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 30. Skt/Nagari. Records the grant of the village Katrapadi-China-timmapura / Krishnajamasamudra in Padavidu-rajya in Tondai-mandalam as sarvamanya to a number of Br’s of different go’s. Published in Ep. Ind., Vol. XIII, pp. 231 ff.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/38 Vijay Achyutadevaraya S1536=1614AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 31. Skt/Nagari. Spurious. Records the grant of the village Vayalur after renaming it as Narayanadevipuram as sarvamanya to a number of Br’s belonging to different go’s + sutras.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/39 Vijay Sriranga III S1566=1644AD. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 32. Skt/Nagari. Records the royal grant of the village Kallakursi in Tla(pa)ti-rajya as sarvamanya to Kondapa of Kaundinya-go, Apastamba-sutra + Yajus-sakha. Published in Ind. Ant., Vol. XIII, 153 ff.

MR00(Bombay) 1962-63/40 Vijay. Findspot unknown. Belongs to Sir Walter Elliot’s collection, impressions in the Prince of Wales Museum. From Dr. Moti Chandra, Director of the Museum, through Dr. G. S. Gai. No. 33. Skt/Nagari. Incom. Stops in the middle of the prasasti of the dynasty.

Stone Inscriptions

KN02Gadigarevula 1962-63/157. Slab in main shr of the Bhogesvarasvamin te. Skt + Ta / Kan + Nagari + Ta. Refers to the obeisance of Vibhuti-Gaurya, disciple of Panditaradhya. 14th cent ch’s.

TJ05Nagapattinam 1962-63/239. Indian Museum, Calcutta. Impressions through Dr. D. C. Sircar, Carmichael Professor of Ancient Indian History and Culture, Calcutta University. Reads: Palan puula[k]adi ka[.]rai Tevar. Published in Bull., Government Museum, Madras, The Nagapattinam + other Buddhist Bronzes in the Madras Museum, p. 70, serial No. 22, Plate XXVII, Nos. 68-70.

CG03Mylapore 1962-63/450 Vijay Virapratapa Deva[raya]. Karpakambal shr, prakara, W outer wal. Frag + incom. Seems to record a gift of ld as sarvamanya to Ulagaludaiya-nayinar.

MD02Tiruvadavur 1962-63/486 Pandya Mar Parakramapandya. Navagraha mandapa, Tirumarainatha te. Badly dam. Appears to record an agreement in respect of some ld probably in Sengulam / Narpattennayiranallur between the authorities of the te (name lost) + Tirumundam-alagiyan. 14th cent ch’s.

MD02Tiruvadavur 1962-63/487 Pandya Parakramapandya-7+1 (Makara ba. 5, Thursday, Magha)=1343AD. Navagraha mandapa, Tirumarainatha te. Badly dam. Appears to record the order of the deity Vatapurisa allotting the adukkalaippuram (ld for ktichen expense) of the te probably to a certain Rudrabhatta for supplying rice + one panam to the kitchen of the te.

MD02Tiruvadavur 1962-63/489 -5. Navagraha mandapa, Tirumarainatha te. Frag. Seems to record a grant of ld specifying the levies payable on the crops during a year. Other details are lost. 14th cent ch’s.
MD02Tiruvadavur 1962-63/490 [Pandya] Konerinmaikondan. Wall behind the solitary Sanisvara image, Tirumarainatha te. Frag + badly dam. Appears to record the grant of karanmai on some ld to a person (name lost) probably by the sabha of Rajendrasola-cvm, a brahmadeya in Tenparappu-nadu. Mentions Velangudi / Devargaldevanallur. 14th cent ch’s.
MD02Tiruvadavur 1962-63/491. Wall behind the solitary Sanisvara image, Tirumarainatha te. Frag + badly dam. Appears to record the order of the deity Vatapurisa regarding the adukkalaippuram of the te. 14th cent ch’s.

MD02Tiruvadavur 1962-63/497 Pandya Kulasekhara-13. Navagraha mandapa, Tirumarainatha te. States that the Sri-rudra-Sri-mahesvaras, having met under the bilva tree in the te of Tirumalai-nayakar recorded the benefactions done by Dharmarajadevan Mummudisoli / Mangaiyarkkarasiyar which included the installation of the images of Srirudradeva + consort in the te, laying a road probably around the te + building a stone embankment to the tank etc. + awarded the right to irrigate some ld’s with the water from the Puvanai tank probably to the lady by the same body. Mentions Srivallavan Kamaladeva-alvar. 14th cent ch’s. (or 13th cent ch’s? Cf. p. 32. Also cf. No. 529 for another instance of Sri-rudra-Sri-Mahesvaras meeting under trees in te precincts.)
RD08Vallam 1962-63/511 Pandya Jat Parakramapandya-8+23. Four faces of a stone-slab erected in the premises of the Muniyapan te; impressions received from the Superintendent, Archaeological Survey of India, Sourthern Circle, Madras. Dam. Records the grant of ld by the R for worship + off’s during the sandhi named after himself in the te of god Tnagisvaramudaiya-nayanar of Perumarudur in Tugavur-kurram. 15th cent ch’s.
RD02Solapuram 1962-63/519. Slab in the bed of the Devanadi river in front of Vikramapandyesvara te. Frag. Appears to record an undertaking given by the SivaBr’s of the te receiving some money from Alagaikkon of Nettur, the headman of Sirrambur. Other details are lost. 14th cent ch’s.
RD02Venganallur(Vadakku) 1962-63/522. Loose pillar, Chidambaresvara te. Reads: Sinnachchevakapperumal piriyavidai. Late ch’s. 

RD03Kovilur(Kalanivasal) 1962-63/523 S17[09?]=1787AD. Korravalisvara te, c.s., N wall. Records the order of Chandesvara of the te of god Tkkorravalisvara of Sivallapuram / Kalanivasal granting the village Anaimangalam as a madappuram to Tppunalvasal Mudaliyur of the Bhikshamatha-santana in the Tvellaikkavalan-Tmandam situated in the W street + stipulating the payment of a portion of the income from the village to the te.
RD03Kovilur(Kalanivasal) 1962-63/524 S1785=1863AD. Korravalisvara te, c.s., N wall. Dam. Refers to a madappuram, to Tppunavasal-Mudaliyar-nayanar + to Tkkottavalisvara-Tambiranar to the last of whom a contribution of py had to be paid.
RD03Kovilur(Kalanivasal) 1962-63/525 Vijay Sadasivaraya S1477=1555AD. Korravalisvara te, c.s., tiers of N wall. Dam + partly built in. Records the gift of ld in Ilangattur in Kalanivasal-pparru in Tenarruppokku as madappura-iraiyili by Pettappa Visaiyaladevar to Tppunavasal-Mudaliyar of Bhikshamatha-santana, belonging to the Tvallaikkavalan-Tmadam situated in the W street in Perumbarrappuliyur.
RD03Kovilur(Kalanivasal) 1962-63/526 Vijay Savana-Udaiyar S1303=1382AD. Korravalisvara te, c.s., tiers of N + W walls. Records a regulation made by an assembly of the peoples of several agaram + villages as well as the bhattas from far off places summoned for the purpose at the instance of Udaiyar + Gangeyarayar, that in the marriages among the members of the Br community, the bridegroom should pay only 8 kalanju each of gold + silver + not more for the jewels of the bride + that the transgressors of the above regulation would be deemed to have lost their caste. [Cf. p. 33: “No. 526 is interesting as it throws some light on an attempt at some social reform of those times … Whether this regulation was intended for the benefit of the Br’s coming from distant places … is not clear from the record, parts of which are damaged.”]
RD03Kovilur(Kalanivasal) 1962-63/527 S1481=1559AD. Korravalisvara te, c.s., W wall. Dam + incom. Records an undertaking given at the instance of Adichandesvarar by the sthanattar of the te of Tkkorravalisvaram-udaiyar + Pettappa Visaiyalaiyadevar of Suraikkudi to the nagarattar of Mattur / Virapandya-puram in respect of a fest to be conducted in the month of Karttigai. Refers to the renovation of the te by the said nagarattar. Cf. No. 525 above.
RD03Kovilur(Kalanivasal) 1962-63/528 Vijay Mallikarjunaraya S1472=1550AD. Korravalisvara te, c.s., W + S walls, tiers. Dam. Records the gift of ld in Kalanivasal after purchasing it from Dharmabharanar by Sriranganathar / Perrappa Visaiyalayadevar, the chief of Suraikkudi to provide for food-off’s + for burning lamps to a deity (Subrahmanya?) in the temple of Korravalisvara.
RD03Kovilur(Kalanivasal) 1962-63/529. Korravalisvara te, c.s., W + S walls, tiers. Records the order (adesa) of Tppunavasal-udaiyar conveyed through the Sri-Rudra-Sri Mahesvaras of the te who had met under the magila tree to the chief Periyan / Visaiyalaiyadevar to renovate + consecrate the te of Tkko[rravalisvaram-udaiya-nayinar?] on an auspicious day. 16th cent ch’s. Cf. Nos. 525, 527 + 528 above.
SA01Adivarahanattam 1962-63/538 Vijay Sadasivaraya S1483=1561AD. Gopura of the Venkatesa-Perumal te, front side, N of entrance. Incom + dam. Appears to record some arrangement made by Adappa Timmappa-nayaka to settle people in the streets around the te of god Tvengadam-udaiyan of Bhuva-naikaviran-pattanam for the merit of Krishnappa-nayaka + to name the settlement as Krishnapuram.
SA01Adivarahanattam 1962-63/539. Gopura of the Venkatesa-Perumal te, front side, N of entrance. Records a gift of ld for a perpetual lamp by Muttappar to goddess Alaimelmangai for the merit of Nali Mallappanayani Sadasiva-nayaka. Late ch’s.
SA01Adivarahanattam 1962-63/543. Frag’s in various places of the Venkatesa-Perumal te. Seems to record a gift of ld as kasukolla-iraiyili. Details lost. 14th cent ch’s.

SA01Chidambaram 1962-63/566. Nataraja te, third prakara, frag. Records that the object apparently a pillar, of which this stone must have formed a part is the gift of vallal Perumal-mudaliyar. 14th – 15th cent ch’s.
SA01Chidambaram 1962-63/567. Nataraja te, third prakara, frag. Tel. Purport not clear. Late ch’s.
SA01Chidambaram 1962-63/572 S1716=1794AD. Nataraja te, mukha-mandapa of the Sivakamasundari shr, base of a pillar. Records some renovation done by Vaidyalinga Tambiran of Tvannamalai-adinam who is said to have originally hailed from Mayuram.
SA01Valayamadevi 1962-63/574. Gopura of the Vedanarayana te, ceiling of the entrance. Dam. Mentions an agent of a Nayakkar + refers to the leasing of ld. Late ch’s.
SA08Dharmanallur 1962-63/575 S1661=1739AD. Stone set up in the Iluppai (mahuva) grove. Records that an assembly of the aramanayan, palaiyakara, nattar and talattar, probably belonging to the place, granted the equal right of enjoyment of the proceeds of the gove containing various trees such as Iluppai, Nelli, mango etc. in Dharmanallur in Uttanga-simai included in Vriddhachalam-simai.
TJ08Valangaiman 1962-63/621. Lintel of the entrance into the garbhagriha in the Marudaramar te. Records an imprecation against any one disputing over the wet + dry ld’s granted as sarvamanya to the te of Sri-Kayilayanatha by Apparayan. Late ch’s.
TJ08Valangaiman 1962-63/622 Vijay [Krishna?]deva-MR S1447=1525AD. Tiers of the S wall, Varadaraja-Perumal te. Dam. Seems to record a grant of ld for services to god … migamam Perumal-Varadarajan by an agent of the R after regulating the payments to be made by the kaikkolar.
TJ08Valangaiman 1962-63/623. Stray stone within the compound, Varadaraja-Perumal te. Refers to the ld called ambattankol endowed to god Varadaraja-Perumal by Mayilerum Perumal. Late ch’s.
TJ08Valangaiman 1962-63/624. Stepping stone at the gateway to the inner shr, Varadaraja-Perumal te. Dam. Seems to record a gift of ld to god Pavai-Perumal Varadaraja-Perumal + Nachchiyar by Annan Appullai, the agent of Saluva-Denayakkar. Late ch’s.
TP02Tandonimalai 1962-63/631 1783AD. Slab fixed into the obelisk in khaji-manyam. Eng/Rom. Commemorates the siege of the fort at Caroor (Karur) + its evacuation on the said date. Also gives the details about the casualties. [Cf. p. 36: “ This was part of the operations during the course of the first Mysore war. It indicates the importance enjoyed by Karur at that time. (See also Cotton: List of Inscriptions on Tombs and Monuments in Madras, p. 204, No. 1108.)”]
TP02Tandonimalai 1962-63/632 S1751=1830AD. Rock near the carved figure of god Ranganatha near the foot of the hillock. Records the obeisance of Sudikkodutta-nachchiyar at the feet of Ulagalundan + refersto the Tmanjana on the Tandonimalai.
TP05Kottamangalam 1962-63/636 Pandya Jat Virapandya-5 (Mithuna su. 15, Tuesday, Mulam)Probably=1301AD. Stone set up on the main road in the village. Frag. Contains the representation of a plough, purnakumbha flanked by a lampstand on either side + a drum. Mentions Iravalar. Other details are lost.
TP05Kottamangalam 1962-63/639 Hoysala Ramanatha-6. Ruined shr in the centre of the village. Dam. Records an undertaking given by the uravar of Korramangalam / Jananathanallur in Kilar-kurramin respect of contributions in py for off’s to the deity Nachchiyar whose image is stated to have been set up in the Tkkamakkottam in the te of Brahmisuramudaiya-nayanar by Kamachchiyan Sundarapperumal / Tondaiman Pallavaraiyan of Jananathanallur.
TP05Kottamangalam 1962-63/657 Hoysala Ramanatha-6. Ruined shr in the centre of the village. Dam. Records an undertaking given by the uravar of Korramangalam / Jananathanallur in Kilar-kurramin respect of contributions in py for off’s to the deity Nachchiyar whose image is stated to have been set up in the Tkkamakkottam in the te of Brahmisuramudaiya-nayanar by Kamachchiyan Sundarapperumal / Tondaiman Pallavaraiyan of Jananathanallur.
TP05Lalgudi 1962-63/665 Vijay Viruppana-udaiyar. Saptarishivara te, left wall in the passage leading to the first prakara. Records the gift of a plot of ld in Virrurunda-Perumalnallur by purchase from Alagiyamanavalapperumal as Tvilkkuppuram for one perpetual lamp to god Tttavatturaiudaiya-nayanar by the accountant in the te of Sivalokamudaiya-nayanar in Tppungur in Tvali-nadu.
TP05Lalgudi 1962-63/666 Vijay Virupaksha S1419(wrong for S1420)=1499AD. Saptarishivara te, left wall in the passage leading to the first prakara. Records the gift of income from taxes including korrilakkai, sulavari, kuruvippanam, kadu-vettu, tonikaivari, mukkutivari etc., as sarvamanya for worship + other services to God Tttavatturai-udaiya Tambiranar of Chenni-kkuram in Idaiyarru-nadu by mahamandalesvaran Konerideva-maharajan.
TP05Lalgudi 1962-63/667 Vijay Pratapa-Devaraya II S1352=1431AD. Saptarishivara te, right wall in the passage leading to the first prakara. Skt/Grantha. Records the gift of the village Tuvveli to the deity Saptarshinatha by Vyasabharati, the disciple of Ramachandra-Sarasvati.
TP05Lalgudi 1962-63/679. Saptarishivara te, base of verandah of the store-room. Two frag’s. One of them mentions sri-Senapati-alvar + refers to a grant of 500 kuli of wet ld. The other records the grant of ld as Tvidaiyattam for repairs of the te + a fest at the instance of Pillai Pallava[raiyan]. 15th cent ch’s.

TP05Malavanur 1962-63/680. Stone dug up from a field to the N-E of the village. Bears the figure of a linga + a trisula. Records the grant of 2 chey of ld to god Malavesurar by Vanadaraya-pandaram. Late ch’s.
TP05Malavanur 1962-63/681 [Kali]4969=1868AD. Another stone in a field called Samikundu. Records the gift of ld to god Periyasvami of Perungavur + another deity probably of the same village by Achchukutti + Sangilimuttu of Malavanur.

TP05Mandurai 1962-63/683. Siva te, S wall, tiers. Records the gift of ld for worship + other services to the nayanar probably of Mandurai situated on the N bank. Two frag’s in the same place mention respectively the birudas such as manobhayankara, Muvarayaragandan etc. + the year Isvara. 16th cent ch’s.
TP05Nagar 1962-63/685. Apratisvara te, stone et up near the second entrance. Dam. Seems to refer to the ld’s allotted to the te-servants. Refers to the ld turaimugam-chey + mentions a Pidari-koyil among the boundaries. Cf. No. 687 below. Late ch’s.
TP05Nagar 1962-63/687. Apratisvara te, E wall, left of entrance into the mandapa in front of the c.s. Records the grant of ld as sarvamanya to the te-servants mentioned in No. 685 above as well as to the garland-maker, bodyguard, servant-woman + the dasis of Apparatisvara te. Kodandarama-dikshitar was the sthanika of the te. Late ch’s.
TP05Nagar 1962-63/688. Apratisvara te, E wall, left of entrance into the mandapa in front of the c.s. Records the grant of ld as sarvamanya to the te-servants mentioned in No. 685 above as well as to the garland-maker, bodyguard, servant-woman + the dasis of Apparatisvara te. Kodandarama-dikshitar was the sthanika of the te. Late ch’s.
TP05Nagar 1962-63/695. Apratisvara te, c.s., W wall, tiers. Reads: Venkatadatturaivar sai. Late ch’s.
TP05Nagar 1962-63/696 S14[.]4. Apratisvara te, c.s., N wall, tiers. Dam + illegible. Seems to record a gift of ld as devadana.

TP05Nagar 1962-63/697. Stone set up to the left of entrance of the Pillaiyar te in the village. Dam. Probably refers to a gift of ld free from taxes to Pillaiyar. Mentions Tipparasar, Muttuviramarasar, etc. Late ch’s.
TP05Nagar 1962-63/698. Stone found in a field. Frag + dam. Seems to refer to some ubhayam to a te + to maha-pradosham. Late ch’s.
TP05Pinnavasal 1962-63/699 Vijay Narasimharayar-kumara—Dhammarayar S1426(for 1427)=1506AD. Kailasanatha te, c.s., W wall, tiers. Dam. Seems to record the assignment of income from several taxes to Tvarunisuramudaiya-nayanar in Punnaivasal in Kalar-kurram by a chief (name lost), described as solabhiman, solanarayanan + as the lord of Uraiyur. Mentions Rajaraja Vilupparaiyan probably as a signatory.

TP05Puvalur 1962-63/703. Pillar lying near the office in the te. Records that the pillar was contributed by Ammani Ammani, a lady who was a resident of Puvalur. Late ch’s.
TP05Sattamangalam 1962-63/704. Stone under a tree in the midst of the fields. Dam. Details other than the date are lost. Late ch’s.

TN07Parkulam(hamlet of Tirukkolur) 1962-63/710. Stone set up in front of the Elementary School. Beginning + end lost. Contains some names such as Avaninarayana-Viluppadaraya-velan, the samayakkanakku, + Vaittamanedi…ayyan, the desantarikkanakku. Late ch’s.

TN07Tentirupperai 1962-63/713 S1443=1521AD. Makaranedungulaikkadar te, frag’s built into the wall of the first prakara. In several disarranged frag’s. Seems to refer to a grant, probably of ld, for the provision of food-off’s to god Makaranedungulaikkadar.
TN07Tentirupperai 1962-63/714 S1491=1569AD. Makaranedungulaikkadar te, frag’s built into the wall of the first prakara. In several disarranged frag’s. Refers to the sabhaiyar + a car fest in Chittirai.
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/719 Pandya Emmandalamumkonda Kulasekhara I-21. Mandapa in front of c.s., E wall (outside), N of entrance. Frag. Appears to record an order of the deity. Refers to the Vettaittoppu of the god + to a sabha.
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/720 Ruler of Travancore Udayamarttandavarman Tiruppappur Muttavar. Mandapa in front of c.s., E wall (outside), N of entrance. Frag. Records an order of the god while seated on the seat called Romisankattil in the pavilion called Madhurakavippandal situated within the compound of the te, granting te-ld (?) in Irandangudi to a kaikkola. Probably the ld had originally been granted to the te by the R in the month of Ani in Kollam 707. Cf. No. 721 below. [Cf. p. 33: “Inscriptions are interesting in that they refer to the deity as seated on the Romisankattil under Madhurakavippandal in Tkkolur. Madhurakavi Alvar, the Vaishnava saint after whom this pandal was named, is said to have been born in Tkkolur + his image is even now worshipped along with the deity in the te. These are the only references to the saint from this place where he is said to have been born + brought up.”]
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/721 Ruler of Travancore Udayamarttandavarman Tiruppappur Muttavar [Kollam]707=1532AD. Mandapa in front of c.s., E wall (outside), N of entrance. Dam. Records the order of the deity allotting a share in the prasadam (off’s in the te) to Nayinal, the daughter of Alagiyanambi belonging to Irandangudi. Cf. No. 720 above. [Cf. p. 33: “Inscriptions are interesting in that they refer to the deity as seated on the Romisankattil under Madhurakavippandal in Tkkolur. Madhurakavi Alvar, the Vaishnava saint after whom this pandal was named, is said to have been born in Tkkolur + his image is even now worshipped along with the deity in the te. These are the only references to the saint from this place where he is said to have been born + brought up.”]
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/722. Mandapa in front of c.s., E wall (outside), N of entrance. Later portion lost. Records the order of the deity addressed to Ambalattadi Tmalirunjolaippiran of Vilattur / Jayangondasolanallur in the E division of Milalaikkurram regarding some ld’s, the lease-rights of which were purchased from the sabha of Srivaikundam / Rajendra-cvm by the person mentioned above. 14th cent ch’s.
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/723 [Kollam]589=1413AD. Mandapa in front of c.s., E wall (outside), N of entrance. Records the gift of a perpetual lamp weighing 50 [palam] + a hundred Nenmeni-Kaliyugaraman-panam for its maintenance to god Vaittamanidhipperumal of Tkkolur by Kaman Kumaran of Kuttamangalattuchcheri in Malaimandalam. The amount was made over to two Br’s who undertook to contribute oil for the lamp.
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/724. Mandapa in front of c.s., E wall (outside), N of entrance. Beginning lost. Records a gift of ld made tax-free. Also refers to another piece of ld granted previously as Tvidaiyattam + now made tax-free. 15th cent ch’s.
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/725 Pandya Tirunelvelipperumal-30. Vaittamanidhiperumal te, mandapa in front of the c.s. E wall (outside), N of entrance.  Dam. Records an order of the deity in respect of the distribution of the prasadam probably to Pandipperumal out of the food-off’s during the Sribali in the midday sandhi instituted by the R + Pandip-perumal + for which they endowed some ld’s in Palikkottai in Surakkudi-nadu. [Cf. p. 33: “The Virapandyan-sandhi referred to in No. 725 was evidently named after the R who is referred to by the deity as nam kumaran + Tirunelvelipperumal in whose reign this inscription is dated must have been only a title of this R. He may be identified with Tirunelvelipperumal Virapandya whose record from Srivaikuntham is date S1361 corresponding to his 2+17th year (SII, Vol. V, No. 742). He is also known to have borne the title Kaliyuga-Raman.”]
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/730 Pandya Tribh …-39. Cheracholapandyesvara te, c.s., S wall. Frag. Seems to record a grant of ld to god Solapandyesvaram-udaiyar. Details are lost. 14th cent ch’s.
TN07Tirukkolur 1962-63/733. Cheracholapandyesvara te, mandapa in front of the Nandi image. Dam + partly built in. Refers to the transaction recorded in No. 720 above. Other details lost. 16th cent ch’s.
