Etymology

Contemporaries referred to the empire founded by Babur as the Timurid empire,[24] which reflected the heritage of his dynasty, and was the term preferred by the Mughals themselves.[25] Another name was Hindustan, which was documented in the Ain-i-Akbari, and which has been described as the closest to an official name for the empire.[26] In the west, the term "Mughal" was used for the emperor, and by extension, the empire as a whole.[27]The use of Mughal, deriving from the Arabic and Persian corruption of Mongol, and emphasising the Mongol origins of the Timurid dynasty,[28] gained currency during the 19th century, but remains disputed byIndologists.[29] Similar terms had been used to refer to the empire, including "Mogul" and "Moghul".[6]
